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Reflections

1 Corinthians 2:9-10a

But, as it is written, “What no eye has seen, nor ear
heard, nor the human heart conceived, what God has
prepared for those who love him — these things God
has revealed to us through the Spirit.”

Let’s breathe a prayer for reflections today.
Thank the good Lord that light boomerangs from
certain surfaces and provides us with a double of
what we’ve been seeing. Think of the beautiful
sights you’ve seen reflected: castles reflected in
quiet lakes, clouds and mountains, trees in autumn
array reflected in little streams, twilight skies or
full moons reflected on the coastal waters. It is as
though God packed the world with beauty and then
asked: “How can I pack a little more in?” So, God
added that reflecting trick with light as the extra
measure.

Reflections make us thoughtful about life
and reality, which reminds me of an analogy Plato
used about a cave. Plato is supposedly the disciple
of Socrates and teacher to Aristotle. He lived about
3-4 centuries before Jesus. Plato said, suppose
people lived in a cave and never saw the sunlight.
They would think the cave walls and the shadows
cast on them by fire to be the real world. But if
someone escaped into the world of sunlight beyond
the cave and came back to tell them, would they
believe the person or cling to the world of
shadows? We know reflections are only
reflections. But what if this world, the one we think
of as real, the world of sticks and stones and things,

is only a reflection of something deeper, truer,
more beautiful than anything we’ve ever seen?
Perhaps that’s Plato’s point. Maybe we should
keep an open mind and know that God has
something in store for us better than we’ve been
able to see or imagine.

Huguenot UMC's next Mission Outreach Project will be
preparing Cleaning Kits.
